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Month 10: Quilt center (provided September 2017; share October 2017) 

Fabric needed: Cut the listed pieces for each fabric. 

Piecing Instructions for 9" (3") on-point setting 

1. Since this is an on-point setting, the rows vary in length. Stitch the rows as listed
below or be creative and arrange the blocks as you please. Press all seams toward the Fabric
1 sashing rectangles.

Row 1: Corner Triangle

Row 3: Setting triangle, Sashing, Around the World, Sashing, Setting triangle

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Row 10: Cornerstone, Sashing, Cornerstone, Sashing, Cornerstone, Sashing, 
     Cornerstone, Sashing, Cornerstone, Sashing, Cornerstone 
Row 11: Setting triangle, Sashing, Cock's Comb, Sashing, Propeller, Sashing,
     Indian Hatchets, Sashing, Setting Triangle
Row 12: Cornerstone, Sashing, Cornerstone, Sashing, Cornerstone, Sashing, 

Cornerstone 
Row 13: Setting triangle, Sashing, Hexagonal, Sashing, Setting triangle
Row 14: Cornerstone, Sashing, Cornerstone 
Row 15: Corner triangle 

2. Stitch the rows together, nesting seams. Press the seams toward the sashing rows.
3. Trim the edges leaving 1/4" seam allowance outside each point. The quilt center

should measure approximately 44-1/2" x 59-3/8" (14-7/8" x 19-3/4").

Piecing Instructions for 9” straight setting 

1. Piece 4 sashing rows using 4 (four) Fabric 5 squares and 3 (three) Fabric 1
rectangles. Press the seams toward the Fabric 1 sashing rectangles. Each row
should measure 2" x 33-1/2".

2. Piece 3 block rows using 4 (four) Fabric 1 rectangles and 3 blocks. Arrange the
blocks in any order. Press the seams toward the Fabric 1 sashing rectangles.
Each row should measure 9-1/2" x 33-1/2".

Row 1: Sashing, 5 Blade Dresden Flower Fan, Sashing, Around the World, 
Sashing, Hourglass, Sashing 

Row 2: Sashing, Flower Petals, Sashing, Basic New York Beauty, Sashing, 
Hexagonal, Sashing 

Row 3: Sashing, Indian Hatchets, Sashing, Cock's Comb, Sashing, Propeller, 
3. Stitch the rows together, nesting seams, alternating sashing and block rows. Press the seams

toward the sashing rows. The quilt center should measure 33-1/2" x 33-1/2".
